What is a No Waste Lunch?
Send food in reusable food and drink containers (bye-bye baggies). Avoid purchasing foods with single serving packaging and bring home the leftovers! We will be counting the number of students that bring food in reusable containers to track the reduction of waste and carbon saved.
How do I pack a No Waste Lunch?
It’s easy! A waste free lunch contains no throw-away packaging. Use reusable containers for food and reusable/ refillable containers or bottles for drinks, cloth napkins, and reusable utensils.  Kids love helping pick out the container to best fit the food item.
Where can I buy the No Waste Lunch Containers?
