October Action of the Month: Lighten Your Footprint
Walk to School Days are Here!
Walk to school and save 4 pounds of carbon each day you don’t drive. Cool the Earth and Safe Routes to School are promoting Walk and Take the School Bus:
 
	How walking, carpooling or busing to school impacts global warming: 
Energy Savings: 
Short motor trips contribute significant amounts of air pollution because they typically occur while an engine’s pollution control system is cold and ineffective. Shifting just 1% of automobile trips to walking or biking decreases emissions by 2-4%. Avoiding just 10 miles of driving every week would eliminate about 540 pounds of carbon dioxide emissions a year! 
Or better, how about walking to school 5 days a month. Sharing a ride with someone just 2 days a week will reduce your carbon dioxide emissions by 1,590 pounds a year. So, carpooling is included in lightening your footprint.
